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INSTRUCTIONS

1. Test Run
Practice attaching your shelter wall at home to ensure you understand the process.

2. Unpacking
When taking your shelter wall out for the first time, take a moment to see how it is packed or take a photo
on your phone. This will help you when it comes to packing your shelter wall away.

The package should include the following:
- 1xSpeedbase 2 Deluxe Wall - 2 xAluminium Pegs

3. ZipOn

To zip on the wall, start by laying the wall on the ground with the inside
facing up. The zip sliders are located on the left-hand side of the shelter
looking into the shelter. Feed the zip tail on the wall, zip through both zip
sliders on the shelter zip and gently begin zipping the wall to the shelter
using the uppermost zip slider. Be sure to lift the wall to the shelter as you
are zipping to avoid any damage to the zip or zip slider. Once the wall is
fitted into place and the shelter is in the desired position, peg the wall to the
ground using the supplied pegs.

4. In Use

The wall can be folded in half to open. This is done by opening the zip that
attaches the wall to the shelter and rolling to the desired position, then
securing with the attached elastic loops and toggles.

The deluxe wall also incorporates an internally accessible mesh window that
can be opened fully or part way and secured in place using the fitted elastic
loops and toggles.

5. Packing Down

It is important to remove the shelter wall before deflating your shelter. This
will help prevent any damage to the shelter and wall during pack down. It
will also help when pitching your shelter next time.

6. Rolling Away

When rolling your shelter wall away, lay the carry bag down beside the wall
and fold the wall to 3/4 the length of the bag. It is a good idea to fold the
shelter wall inside out so that the mesh is folded internally. This helps to
reduce the chance of damage during packing and unpacking. Roll the wall
and secure with supplied strap. Return to carry bag.

To prevent mildew, ensure that your shelter wall is dry when packing away.
If you must pack your shelter wall up wet, hang out and air as soon as
possible. Mildew can develop within a few days.

UV Degradation

Shelter fabrics can be weakened by prolonged exposure to sunlight. Under normal holiday use, your
Zempire® shelter will give you many years of camping enjoyment. However, extended use in strong
sunlight will cause degradation. UV degradation is not covered under warranty. The warranty does not
cover permanent sites, displays or commercial use.
